PART TWO
Basics of Summer School
4-1 Summer school is regulated by the academic calendar 
5-1 The courses of summer school have the same codes and credits with spring and fall semester
5-2 The duration of summer school is no less than 35 days
5-3 Summer school is not considered as a third term 
PART THREE
Opening courses, registering for the courses, attendance policy, graduation
7-1 The courses are determined in the second week of May the latest.
7-2 At least 20 students must register for licence programmes and 2 for graduate programmes
7-3 The courses are determined by the academic staff
7-4- Courses less than 20 students are closed
7-5 The mandatory courses of spring and fall semesters couldn’t be postponed to summer schools
8-1 The students pre-register to departments
8-2 A student can only register for 30 EKTS credits for a summer school
8-3 Students who failed or who couldn’t take one course because of credit problems can register to the courses. Students with 3.00 and over GPA can resgister for upper semester courses. Students cannot drop summer school courses.
8-5 Students at Prep class can only take Prep-class summer school
8-7 If a department do not offer courses the student can take course from other departments as long as the credits and the contents of the courses match each other
Attendance
9-1 Attendance is obligatory
Graduation
10-1 Students who pass their courses at summer school gains the right to graduate at the end of Summer school semester
PART FOUR
Course Taken from Other Universities
11- The LYS,DGS point of the other university should be higher than Karabuk University
11-3 Students can register for 30 ects credits at other universities
11-6 Students who are going to take courses from other universities apply to their department. If the department agrees with the contents of the courses the student can take courses of the other universities.
11-7 Students can join one-course examinations at Karabuk university after completing their courses at other universities.
11-9 Students have to manage the lowest successful grade at Karabuk University to succeed from the courses at other universities.
